Award Amount: $500-$1000

Eligibility

e |u-Mien undergraduates who have maintained an overall GPA of 3.5 or higher and are
currently majoring in the field of health sciences are eligible to apply.

e |u-Mien high school seniors who have maintained an overall GPA of 3.5 or higher and are
planning to attend a post-secondary institution with the intent of majoring in the health sciences
are eligible to apply.

e Health sciences include: nursing, physical therapist, respiratory therapist, physician, dentist,
occupational therapist, speech therapist, psychologist, optometrist, etc.
